IAB Roadmap Task Force, chaired by Prof. Reijo Tuokko, is planning the following activities : Roadmap Task Force Workshops : the first one to be held in Seoul, Korea on Dec.2, 2004

The objective of the workshop is to launch a meaningful IAB roadmap activity by inviting the IAB regional chairs and selected technical and industry experts to present the current status and future perspectives on robotics and automation R&D, industry, and commercial sectors of their own country and/or of their own field of expertise. The collection of presentation materials at the workshop will serve as a starting point for building a roadmap as well as a report to IEEE. It will facilitate the basis for the on-going attempts in generating  ITRRA.
Up till now information of earlier work and existing related roadmaps and visionary forecasts has been collected (see attached list). In addition to this a report ‘Introduction to Technology Roadmaps’ will be finished in September, giving a general introduction to technology roadmapping for those task force members which may be not so familiar with technology roadmapping. Putting some efforts also to the approach and methodology could give a better basis also for the future so that actually this kind of roadmapping could be a kind of continuous process under the IAB.
7. Expected benefit to Society (max 1 page): Roadmap is a special source of information useful for managing company R&D and product portfolios and strategies. Technology roadmap is a first step toward ensuring an industry’s future competitiveness. IEEE has been leading the world in a number of roadmap activities. Now, roadmap for robotics and automation, especially for emerging robotics technologies and applications to service sector, is becoming more and more significant. By allowing IEEE RAS to lead the standardization in robotics and automation, IEEE RAS will attract an attention from R&A Industry over the world, so does IAB.
