 Proposal Timeline





Call for Proposals


Issued by Society immediately after each ICASSP.


Proposals due one month prior to ICASSP five years prior to the year of interest.  (e.g. ICASSP 2016 proposals are due one month prior to ICASSP 2011)


Presentation to Conference Board


Presentation at ICASSP five years prior to the year of interest. (e.g. ICASSP 2016 proposal will be presented at ICASSP 2011)


The presentation is typically 15 minutes followed by 10 minutes of questions.


Site Inspection


A member of SPS Conference Services will travel to the proposed location within three months of ICASSP.


If a member of SPS Conference Services has been to the proposed location within the past five years, this step may be skipped.


Board of Governors


The Board of Governors will consider the proposal that has been endorsed by the Conference Board after the site inspection at the next meeting.  Typically the Board meets at ICIP in the autumn.


A notice is sent to the General Chairs of the proposing teams when the Board of Governors has made the final decision.  It may be as long as one year from the date the letter of intent is received until a final decision can be announced.


The winning team should contact the Manager, Conference Services to begin the planning process.





The Conference Board may deviate from this timeline when appropriate.
